Beginning in grade four, your child is eligible to participate in Reading Olympics. The goal of
Reading Olympics is to increase students’ reading for enjoyment. This event encourages
students of all reading levels to share the excitement of reading good books with friends.
Participating students collaborate with their teammates to read 45 books selected by a
committee of librarians, reading specialists and classroom teachers. Students are NOT
required to read all 45 books. For example, if the team consists of 12 members, then each
student would be responsible to read approximately 4 books. There are occasional
meetings of the teams to monitor progress, etc. The culminating event is held in April. All
participants are awarded ribbons.

For your convenience, the Reading Olympic booklist is attached so you can preview the
books. Please note, because this list includes a wide range of reading levels, your child may
NOT be able to independently read many of the titles listed. Therefore, you are encouraged
to read and discuss the books WITH your child.

In addition, your child will also have an opportunity to register for Reading Olympics at
school in the fall.
