Content Area/Course Title:  Safety / Driver Education

Brief Summary of Course:  This course provides instruction in driving efficiency and safety.  This course meets the 30 hours of classroom requirement needed for the insurance discount. The adventure-based activities will take place in the gym or in the Rockwall facility.
